The meeting was called to order at 4:30 pm by Chairman Gilmore. Roll call was taken. Members in attendance were: Rick Walter, Sharon Matson, Donna Roads, Phyllis Muse, Annyce Winters, Steve Chard, Debbie Holsapple, Shelia Lane & Emily Gilmore.

Old Business: Holsapple discussed an audit of the Insurance Funds.  Matson moved to request Rich Nichols contact Kent Reeves to conduct the audit, motion was seconded by Muse, motion carried.

Minutes from the last meeting were reviewed and approved on a motion by Walter, second by Matson.

Chard present a letter from Director of Ag Tom Jennings (attached as part of the minutes) stating the Departments intention to fully fund the insurance program through December All presently enrolled employee working 30 or more hours per week will be fully funded.  Employee’s presently enrolled working at least 18.5 hours will be allowed to stay on the insurance program but with a pro rated premium.

Holsapple presented a budget for FY10 which was approved on a motion by Roads, seconded by Walter.  Holsapple will also present a six month budget to coincide with the funding by the Dept of Ag.

The group will revisit the budget and funding of the program following the fall veto session of the Illinois legislature.

Donna Roads and Emily Gilmore resigned from the insurance group.  Annyce Winters will replace Roads and Kathy Stitch will replace Gilmore.  Officers of the group were elected:  Chair, Annyce Winters; Vice Chair, Rick Walter.  Roads agreed to take the position of historian of the group with no voting power.

The group discussed the power point presentation to be given during the employee’s forum.

The meeting adjourned at 4:50 p.m.
